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Over the last few weeks, Roger Clark's team have been installing the B4RN infrastructure that will provide the service to our area.  The duct and chambers now extend from the top of the route at Landskill down to Ducketts Lane and across to the Memorial Hall.

Chris & John from the Claughton Estate team have been busy laying the duct and installing House Kits to the Estate properties and a number of non-estate residents have either installed their own duct and kits or arranged for contractors to do it. 

The next step in the process is for B4RN to 'blow' the fibre to each property and connect them up to the Network Cabinet at Calder Vale Club.  They have already got the main bundle of fibre to Landskill and will shortly start to blow it down the route from chamber to chamber, blowing the fibre to any property that is ready and signed up for service.  Once that is done, the router is plugged into the house kit and the connection is made at the chamber and the service goes live!  This should start to happen in the next week or so and will gradually work down the route.  There is a cost of £150 to do the final connection, enable the router and switch on the service (unless you are a business, in which case it is free), and then £30 a month for a 1000MB (1 Gigabit) speed unlimited service.

Even if you have not signed up for service, Roger's team will have dropped a duct outside the curtilage of your property so you can still sign up.  You will have to dig the duct across your garden to your property and install the house kit (or get someone to do it for you), but once you take service you will get a dig grant of £150 to help with this.  

Some people have previously expressed an interest in taking the service but have not actually gone onto the B4RN website and signed up to Get B4RN - you MUST do this in order to request service. This also enables B4RN to claim the Government Voucher which helps support the cost of the build for our area.  We still have a shortfall between the costs of the dig and the investments / vouchers that have been made / claimed.

There is also still a chance to invest in B4RN shares.  These support our build costs and generate a dividend of 5% per annum.  Shares must be held for 3 years before they can be cashed in at the same value as that invested but dividend shares can be cashed or left in as an investment.  If you buy £1500 of shares you will also get the £150 connection fee waived.  If you are interested please go to the main B4RN website for details.
